So begins every story about the incredibly charming, 
helpful and a bit cheeky dog Ib, who reminds us of a 
curious and over-confi dent preschooler.

Ib is, in the typically Scandinavian children’s book 
tradition, a “competent child”: independent, 
curious, imaginative, and has an unusual and playful 
way of problem solving, which allows him to see 
things from a slightly different point of view to the 
adults and other animals around him.

Ib the Dog is a TV and book series aimed at pres-
choolers, and their adults. The appealing illustra-
tions and main characters are easy to recognize for 
the youngest; the stories are set in a familiar world, 
but all have a twist that makes them feel unique.

The fi rst land a stork 
sees is Cape Kinburn, a sandbar on the Black Sea. Each 
spring, she returns to her nest to lay eggs and raise her 
young.

Her play Systrarna Stormhatt och det Stora Fågeläventyret has 
been performed both at the Royal Dramatic Theatre in Stockholm and the Stockholm City Theatre. 
She is the founder of The Poetry Factory, a poetry workshop for children. 

Jenny Lucander is a Finland-Swedish picture book artist and illustrator based in Helsinki. She has 
illustrated several acclaimed children’s books, including Vi är lajon! (We Are Lions!), which won the 
Nordic Council Children and Young People’s Literature Prize in 2020. Her work has previously been 
nominated for the same prize twice, as well as for the Runeberg Junior Prize, the Elsa Beskow Pla-
que, and the Rudolf Koivu Prize.
